2. The online written essay will be for one hour and comprise of a minimum of 300 words, essay based on the 

knowledge of Ecology, Conservation Biology and relevant conservation issues (25 marks). 

3. The candidates that qualify the written essay will be notified through our website (www.wii.gov.in) and email 

for the personal interview. 

4. All original documents/certificates must be produced at the time of joining for necessary verification. If there 

will be any discrepancy in the document submitted at the time of verification, the selection of the candidate 

will be cancelled. 

5. The written essay test is of a qualifying nature and only the shortlisted candidates will be called for the 

personal interview. The final selection of the candidate will be in accordance with the performance in the 

interview and in order of merit as decided by the Interview Committee.
